Program Overview 

Part of the Coalition’s mission is to identify gaps in service provision for people experiencing homelessness, and advocate for additional services to fill those gaps.  In the late 1990’s, we identified the need for a “one-stop shop” for clients to be able to access a seamless array of services to address the needs of people who are homeless.  No other service providers were able to take on such a monumental task, and so BBHC began the planning for HOPE Community.  

Since March 2005, HOPE Community has served persons experiencing homelessness with a high-quality, comprehensive seamless array of services and housing.  HOPE Community offers in a single location a multitude of services needed to help individuals and families move from homelessness to independent living.  Our clients receive optimum levels of services and housing to help them achieve self-sufficiency.    
Mission

HOPE Community provides housing and supportive services for homeless men, women, and children in a setting that encourages responsibility and offers the opportunity for independence and self-sufficiency in a challenging and dignified manner.  

In the first seven months of HOPE’s opening, 220 clients were served, including 25 families.  Of the 137 who have left the program, 90 people have moved into permanent housing … a 65% success rate!
